Florence Nightingale was born in 1820 in Italy, but she grew up in England.
She came from a rich family, but she always felt that her mission in life was
to help people. In 1853 she became a nurse and started working in a hospital

in London.

During the Crimean War (1853-1856) she went to the military hospital in
Scutari, Turkey. The sanitary conditions were terrible, and many soldiers
died not from their wounds, but from infections. Florence organized
cleaning, washing, cooking and proper care for the wounded soldiers.

Thanks to her hard work, the mortality rate decreased from 42% to 2%.

Florence worked day and night. She visited soldiers with a small lamp in her
hand, so they called her “The Lady with the Lamp”. She showed the world
that nursing was an important and respected profession. Later she opened the
first nursing school in London. Florence Nightingale is known as the

founder of modern nursing.

In Ancient Egypt, physicians kept medical knowledge on papyrus scrolls.
They used herbal remedies, practiced simple surgery and understood the

HIPPOCRATES - THE FATHER OF MEDICINE

Hippocrates was an ancient Greek physician who lived around 460-370 BC.
He is often called “the Father of Medicine” because he changed the way
people thought about diseases and treatment. Before Hippocrates, many
people believed that illnesses were caused by gods or supernatural forces.
Hippocrates rejected these ideas and taught that every disease has natural
causes.

He founded a medical school on the island of Kos, where he educated young
physicians. His teaching focused on careful observation, accurate diagnosis
and rational treatment. Hippocrates believed that a good doctor must study
the patient’s symptoms, lifestyle and environment. He also emphasized
cleanliness, proper diet and healthy living.

One of the most important contributions of Hippocrates is the Hippocratic
Oath — a set of ethical principles for physicians. These principles include
respect for patients, confidentiality, honesty and doing no harm. The modern
version of the Oath is still used today by medical graduates around the
world.
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Hippocrates left a great legacy. His ideas became the foundation of clinical
practice and scientific medicine. Even today, future nurses and doctors study

his principles to understand the true meaning of medical professionalism.
